To improve operational efficiency and financial sustainability of PSPCL., pursuant
to the approval accorded by the Punjab cabinet for roll out of the Revamped Distribution
Sector Scheme (RDSS) in the state, MOP/GOI has also approved the same. As per lhe ibid
scheme gquidelines towards the eligibility for availing the Gowvt. of India grant, PSPCL is
mandatorily required lo comply each year with the Pre-Qualifying Criteria (PQC) of
"Progress commensurate to commitment in putting Govt. Offices on prepaid meters
as per Result Evaluation Framework”. Specifically, it is noted that as per the relevant
framework of the scheme, 100% Smart Pre-paid metering on Government connections is
indeed required to be completed by FY2024.

Accordingly, State Govt. has accorded in-principal approval for installation of
prepaid smart Meters on Central/State Gowt. connections. Consequently, PSPCL on its part
vide Commercial Circular No. 05/2023 has decided to introduce smart prepaid metering for
existing and new Govl. connections with contract demand up to 45KVA w.e.f. 01.03.2023
(Copy attached). For the record, the minimum recharge amount for Govt. connections has
been kept at Rs. 1000/- only, tagether with a facility of easy online recharge through PSPCL
website itself through mulliple galeway optians.

Now, since Govt. departments are mandated lo make advance payment for
canneclions with prepaid meters to comply with the aforesaid circular, 15 days’ notices were
served by PSPCL field offices to the respective offices of Govl. depariments in this regard.
Specifically, the said communication requested them to appoint a Nodal Officer
corresponding to each individual connection as deemed appropriate and convey his/her
mobile no. & e-mail ID, {o be registered in PSPCL database. Regretfully however, most of
the Nodal officers have stlill to be appointed under the respeclive departments.

In view of above, It is requested to kindly ensure the expeditious appointment of
Nodal officers under your department, latest within a week please.
