and nature shall be known as 'Shaheed Bhagat Singh Punjab State Annual

Environment Award’.

The Government of Punjab will give this award each year preferably on the
occasion of World Environment Day i.e.5!" June for significant contributions in the
field of environment, conservation of nature and natural resources leading to tangible

and intangible outcomes for sustainable development of the state of Punjab.

2. Objective:
Main objective of instituting this award is to honour organisations for their

exceedingly befitting work or contribution to improve and protect environment for
achieving Goals of Mission Tandrust to make Punjab the healthiest state.

3. Nature of the Prize
Starting from the year 2022-23 onwards, the Award will be given for the following 4

categories:
One best village Panchayats for having made extraordinary efforts for:

Control of air, water and soil pollution by having totally stopped burning of crop
residues, reducing open disposal of waste water and managing cattle waste in

i.

environmentally sound manner.
Improving village environment by planting trees in common/panchayat lands,

cleaning of village ponds, conservation of biodiversity, etc.

One best Institution (Government/Private Organizations including Academic
Institutions such as schools, colleges, universities) of the state for extraordinary

efforts towards saving environment, reducing air & water pollution, management of
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municipal solid waste, conservation of natural resources/ biodiversity, etc.

iii. One best performing Non-Government Organization/Social organization working in
the state having demonstrated unique contribution for the cause of environment

and abatement of pollution.

iv. One best performing Industry having contributed for significant environment
improvement within and outside its premises and promotion/demonstration of eco-

friendly/green technology.

Award

Awards will include the following:

i. Prize money of Rs. 1,00,000/-
ii. Certificate of Appreciation about the work done.

ii. A Silver Plate with logo of Govt of Punjab and a circle inscribed with ‘Shaheed
Bhagat Singh Punjab State Annual Environment Award'.

All expenses towards the Awards shall be borne by the Society for Mission
Tandrust Punjab out of Grant-in-Aid received from Govt. of Punjab.

Eligibility

Any organization in the state of Punjab having continuously engaged with utmost
dedication for the cause of protection and improvement of environment and
conservation of nature and natural resources with tangible and intangible

outcomes important for sustainable development of the state of Punjab will be

eligible for this award. Following is an indicative but not exhaustive list of work

areas concerned.
i, Prevention and control of pollution of Air, Water and Soil.
ii. Conservation of natural resources and biodiversity.
i Innovative interventions/research work for restoration of depleting natural
resources in the state,

Outstanding, short and long-term, actions for improvement of environment
quality through plantation, waste water treatment & utilization, practicing zero

waste discharge and extra care for ensuring highest level of air quality, etc.
Adopting utmost care for keeping environment clean by practicing 3R (Reduce,

Reuse and Recycle) principle.
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vi. Using and promoting use of renewable energy.

vii. Any other new initiative for protection of environment and promotion of sustainable

development.

Submission of Nominations

Deputy Commissioners of each district shall recomimend nominations, one for each

of the faur categories of Award mentioned at Sr. No. 3. District level Committee
under the Chairmanship of Deputy Commissioner concerned and Additional
Deputy Commissioner (Development) as member and Executive Engineer, Punjab
Pollution Control Board as Member Convenor, shall nominate one suitable
nominee for each category in the district along with the supporting material to State

Government after due verification of credentials and activities profile of the

nominees.
