SomLaJ, presently working as Science 

Master at GSSS Chccmna Kalan, Jalandhar, resident of village Natt, P.0- Sidhwan Station, 

Pistt-Jalandhar, Aadhar Catd no. SS43 '3488 4024, Mobile no. 94650-02093; (Date of 

appointment 29.07.2021 and 118 others, had filed Civil Writ Petition No. 7949 of2025 in the 

Hon'ble Punjab and Haryana High Court with the Prayer made in the present petition is for 

directing the respondents to grant the pay ·scale as per the statutory rules with regard to which 

reliance is placed on tlie judgment of this Court in Saurabh Shanna and others vs. State of 

Punjab and another, CWP-15896-2023, which was allowed on 13.09.2024 against which LPA-

29TT-2024 has also been dismissed on 10.12.2024. R,egarding the claim raised in the present 

petition, a legal notice dated 21.02.2025, Annexure P-7, has been served upon the respondents, 

which bas yet not evoked any response. He, on instructions, prays that ·a d~ection may be given 

• to the respondents to decide the same keeping in view the aforesaid judgment, in a time bound 

manner, to which learned S~te counsel has no objection. 

, 2.0 TheHon'ble Punjab and ·Haryw High Court disposed of the petition vide order dated 

26.03.2025. The operative portion of the order is reproduced as below:-

"In view of the above and without commenting upon the merits of the case, this petition is 

hereby disposed of wi(h a direction to the respondents to decide the legal notice dated 

21.02.2025, Annexure p:.7. taking note of the aforesaid judgmenJ, ,within a period of 6 

months, which this Court has no re:ZS011 to-believe the auth~riti~ would not address in a 

just, fair and reasonable manner. Upon doing so, after notic~ and hearing offered to 

them and if found entitled, grant th~ benefltforthw_ith. Needless to"say, ift'!e orderi'llre 

adverse. to their interest, the same shall contain reasons and the petitionen shall be free

3.0 In compliance with the above said direction of the Hon'ble Court, I have carefully gone 

·through the order dated 26.03.2025 and order dat~ 13.09.2024 passe4 by the Hon'ble Punjab 

and Haryana High Court in CWP No. 15896 of 2023 titled as Saurabh Shanna and others versus 

State of Punjab and another which hel_d that all candidates appointed under .the sam~ recruitment 

process are entitled to equal pay as per the 2016 Rules regardless of actual appointment date in 

terms of which the present Petition has been disposed o/. The relevant: portion of the judgment 

in CWP No. 15896 of 2023 followed in Saurabh Sharma and Imran Hussain's-case, explicitly
