Besides maintaining proper record of
purchase and sale of Pregabalin (up 10 75 mg).they will also mark a stamp on the origiral prescription slip
containing the following details.

3. Wholesalers, Retailers, Chemists! Medical Store owners, Pharmacies within hospitals shall ensure, by
praper perusal of the prescription slip, that the Pregabalin Capsule/Tablet being dispensed against the original
prescription has not been already dispensed by some other drug seller. They shall also ensure tliat no. df
tablets/capsules being dispensed is not more than the period of prescription. N

No member of Public shall carry any weapon (including fircarms, sharp edged weapons ctc.) 10
2 fair. religious procession. mamiage procession of any other assemblage or within the precincts
of an educational institutions within the territorial limits of District Bathinda.

No member of public shall brandish or display weapon including any sharp cdged
weapons firearms ezc. at any place within the territorial limits of district Bathinda.

No member of public shall upload any picture or video brandishing or displaying weapons or
otherwise post any text lorifying use of weapons on social media.

No member shall sing any song or enacl any play in any of the events/functions/programs etc or
sereen any video glorifying the possession, or display or use of weapons within the territorial
Jimits of District Bathinda and further there shall be complete ban on uploading of any such
video on the social media.

Joint no. (1) and (2) above shall not be applicable to members of the Armed Forces,
Police. Home Guards or other such Government cmployees possessing weapons for the
maintenznce of state security and Jaw & order while they are discharging their duties and also
security  guards/personncl of  cducational  institutions/commercial  establishments
(Iotels/marriage palaces ctc.) during the course of their normal duties.
