1.0 Sh. Jasvir Singh, Punjabi Master, Govemment Senior Secondary School,
Badshahpur, Block Samana 3, Distt. Patiala and 99 others, had filed Civil Writ
Petition No. 13208 of 2025 in the Hon'ble Punjab and Haryana High Court with
the prayer for issuance of & writ in the nature of mandamus directing the
respondents o grant the statutory pay scale to the petitioners as per 2018 Rules
viz. 10300-34800+ Grade Pay Rs.5000/- from entry into Service along with
arrcars and interest at 12% thereon. The petitioners has further prayed for issuance
of writ directing the respondents to take into account the statutory pay scale of Rs.
10300-34800+Grade Pay Rs. 5000/~ with further pay revisions. The petitioners
had further prayed for directing the respondents fo quash the instructions dated
17.07.2020 (Annexures P-3),

2.0 The Hon'ble Punjab and Haryana High Court disposed of the petition vide
order dated 12.05.2025, The operative portion of the order is reproduced as

below:-
Prayer made in the present petition is Jor directing the respondents fo grant

the pay scale as per the statutory rules with regard to which reliance iy Placed on
the judgment of this Court in Saurabh Sharma and others vs. State of Punjab and
another, CIWP-15896-2023, which was allowed or 13.09.2024 against which LPA-
2977-2024 has also been dismissed on 10.12.2024 Regarding the claim raised i
the present petition, a representation dated 07.01.2025, Annexure P-8, has been
submitted to the respondents, which has yet not evoked any response. He, on
Instructions, prays that a direction may be given o the respondents fo decide the
same keeping in view the aforesaid fudgment, in a time bound manner, 1g whick
learned State counsel has no obfection.
In view of the above and withous commenting upon the merits of the case, -

this petition is hereby disposed of with a direction to the respondents (o decide the




representation dated 07.01,2025, taking noe of the aforesald fudgment, within a
period of 6 months, which this Court has no reaton to befleve the authorities
would not eddress in @ just, fair and reasonable manner. Upon doing o, after
nofice and hearing offered to them and Uf found entitled, grant the benefit
forthwith. Needless to say, if the orders are adverse to thelr Interest, the same shall
contain reasons and the petitioners shall ho free to seek legal redress thereupon,

In compliance with the above said direction of the Hon'ble Court,
personal hearing was granted 1o the petitioners on 28.10.2025. [ have carefully
gone through the arder dated 12,05.2025 and order dated 13,09.2024 passed by
the Hon'ble Punjab and Haryana High Court iy CWP No. 15896 of 2023 fitled as
Saurabh Sharma and others versus Siate of Punjab and anather which held that all

Petiioners have claimed interest but keeping in view the fact that they are only
inlerested in the pay scale as entitled to them under 2016 Rules, they are not

In compliance with the Hon'ble High Court's order dated 13.09.2024, the
Finance Department, being the competeat authority, issued a circular dated
03.10.202s, advising all administrative departments to examine whether the
factual circumstances of the petitioners under their jurisdiction are comparable to
those in the case of Saurabh Sharma. In cases where mﬂipmityismblished, the
departments were directed to carry out due verification of the records and prepare
a comparison statement in & tabulated format. Pursuant to this verification, the
departments were further instructed to submit a comprehensive proposal for the
grant of benefits, in conformity with the Hon'ble High Court's Judgment dated
13.092024 in Saurabh Sharma case, with specific reference to the Ipplicable
service rules and regulstions of the concemed administrative department, The
information in this regard was obained from DEO office. M
