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BAGLESS DAY ACTIVITIES FOR TABLES

1. Multiplication Relay Race: Students form teams and race to solve
multiplication table problems on the board.

2. Table Treasure Hunt: Hide answer cards around the classroom: students
solve multiplication problems to find the next clue.

3 .Interactive Table Chart: Create a large, colorful multiplication table chart
and have students fill in the missing numbers through group activities.

4. Table Art Project: Students create artwork or patterns based on
multiplication tables, combining math with creativity.

5. Dodging Table Relay: Divide students into teams. Each student Dedgzs'
(recites) a specific multiplication takle (e.g., 6s, 7s). After completing their turn,
the next student in line continues from where the previous left off,

6. Oral Speed Challenge: Call out random multiplication facts from a
particular table. Students must answer aloud as guickly as possible.

7.Written Table Puzzle: Provide students with incomplete multiplication
tables or fill-in-the-blank worksheets. For example, missing some multiples,
and students fill in the blanks.

8.Table Art Competition: Students create colorful posters or charts illustrating
a specific multiplication table with drawings, patterns, and mnemonics.

9.0ral & Written Table Skit: In pairs or groups, students prepare short skits or
dialogues to teach a multiplication table, combining oral and written
elements.

10.Multiplication Table Bingo Create bingo cards with multiples or products i
Call out gquestions, and students mark the correct answers.

T.Clapping activity : Students clap their hands a certain number of times to
represent the multiplicative process. For example, for 3 x 4

Learning Outcome:
Students will be able to identify the emotions they feel in the world around them and
create a map to depict them

Check-in (20 mins):
Close your eyes and take deep breaths.
Think of your world around you, your walk from home to school - the path that you
take and everything you see around.
Create a mental list of some memorable moments/things from this walk -
things/moments that make you feel good.
As you take a deep breath in, think about how you feel remembering all these
memaories/things.
With a deep exhale, breathe out and spread the feelings that these memaries have
brought you.
On your paper, draw a picture of your favorite memeory in a place around your
home: Where was this? Who was with you? What was the emotion you were
feeling?
MNow, turn to your partner and share about what you have drawn

Steps of the Activity (60 mins):

Step 1 (5 mins): What can you tell me about maps? When have you used a map and
why? (Take 2-3 responses)

Step 2 (25 mins): Let us create our own map. Think of your way 1o school. Take a sheet
of paper and draw the map.
- The starting point will be your home and the end point will be your-school.
Note: Demonsirate this on the board for students.
- Think of 3-4 places from your home to schoel you see and draw them on the map.
« Diverging roads
e Parks or trees around you
+ 3-4 places [shops, houses etc.) you regularly see on your way




Step 3 (15 mins): To add details to the map, we will use Phulkariart which isa
traditional embroidery style originating from the Punjab. It uses flower-like shapes
and patterns like lines and dots to create designs on fabrics.

- Fill in the places, buildings, trees you have drawn on your map using different
Phulkari patterns: dots, lines, squares and triangles. For example-
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Step 4 (15 mins): Once the map is complete:

- Look at the wheel of emotion and think of the emotion you feel in the 3-4 places you
have drawn.

- Draw the emotions as emojis next to these places on the map.

- Colour and add any other details to the map.

» Gallery Walk (15 mins): Keep all the maps on the desk/floor and walk around to see
what everyone has drawn.
+ Large group sharing (15 mins): Few students can share their drawing with the
class.
Note: Select students from different grades on a weekly basis to present their artworks
in the schoaol assembly.
